riginally constructed as a fortress during the Crusader period and used as a prison during the Ottoman 

period, the site of The Setai Tel Aviv is drenched in history, culture and architectural heritage of the 

ancient port city of Jaffa. The original building has been meticulously restored to its original grandeur a 

lengthy preservation process spearheaded by the Israel Antiquities Authority, including extensive archeological digs 

that unearthed artifacts dating all the way to the Crusader period (12th-century). A large archway is the crux of the 

building and stands at its entrance, bearing the original seal of Abdul Hamid II, 34th Sultan of the Ottoman Empire.

The original “Kishle” has been restored or recreated to the highest standard of preservation, including woodwork 

and ironwork on the facades of several of the rooms and windows of the property’s dining facilities. The front and 

rear courtyards throughout The Setai Tel Aviv were restored by expert smiths of stone, iron, and woodwork.

Today The Setai Tel Aviv is comprised of its existing structures from the Crusader period, and two additional floors 

along with as a new auxiliary wing designed to reflect the style of the historic structures. Signs of the building’s 

fascinating antecedents can be found throughout the hotel, from the 12th century cobble work thru the Crusader 

and Ottoman times up until today in modern Israel.
